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KYAGC/SIF MANDATORY SAFETY TRAINING 
 
As a result of your membership in KCSA, your firm is participating in the Kentucky AGC Workers’ 
Compensation Self Insurer’s Fund (AGC/SIF). You will recall that effective 1/1/2005, the fund began to 
require annual mandatory safety training as a condition of continued participation in the fund. Effective 
1/1/2006, the policy requires that an owner or officer of your firm attend an association sponsored safety 
seminar of at least two hours in length. KCSA will verify each fund member’s compliance to the fund 
office. 
 
The policy, which is a condition of continued participation in the fund, requires action by you, the owner or 
officer of a company that has a policy with the Kentucky AGC/SIF. This does not include any additional 
companies listed on the policy. One owner or officer of the main company listed on the policy is subject to 
the requirement. 
 
We strongly encourage you to satisfy the requirement in February or March which is traditionally slower 
than the peak construction months. Stephanie Nelson will email and mail out currently scheduled safety 
seminars as they become available.
